The aim of my artworks’ series, which is part of my visual research for the com-
pletion of my dissertation, is to capture a moment of the confrontational relation-
ship between two seemingly opposite trends: the strictly defined geometric form
and the infinitely, visually pulsating organic form. On the one hand there is logic,
the common sense of Logos ,that uses arguments to methodically prove a point,
or, choses and takes decisions by foreseeing the outcomes. On the other hand
there is a different kind of sense, which starts at the exact point where the former
cannot explain, recognize and reenact the emotion, the unnatural, the trauma or
the painting.

Through my artworks | am not trying only to establish but also simplify the pow-
erful nature of contrasts, specifically the one between logic and emotion, into an
internal visual composition. Exactly like graphs, where fluctuations or oscillations
of multidimensional frequencies can compose a wave form. My works visually
represent the relationship between the twotrends. On an artistic level, they handle
the above contrasts in a symbolic way, using complicated outcomes, resulting
from structure, the composition of form and the type of color. “Waveform” is an
ongoing research, influenced by natural sciences and realized through paintings,
which | have been creating long before being about to complete my studies.

A waveform is a graphical representation of a signal in the form of a wave and
depends on the properties that define both the size and the shape of the wave. A
waveform represents the changes in width during a specific amount of time. The
width of a signal is depicted on the vertical axis, while time is depicted on the hor-
izontal axis. Waveforms are used to represent different things in various fields of
science, including math, cosmology, medicine and biochemistry.

In my paintings, curved shaped elements represent the natural factor; convey
the meaning of trend, rhythm and inner harmony that characterize nature, while
angles abstractly represent the human way of defining things based on common
sense.These painting instances deal with the coexistence of logic and emotion,
which basically exist due to their differentiation. Organic forms are sometimes
created by well-defined lines or otherwise, by a vaguer motion in comparison
with the absolute geometrical space. Color gradations, intensities or dilutions in
repeated motives like the one of line, create a visual illusion of movement, which
either dominates over geometry or becomes part of it. Spot colors and the integrity
of performance, in case of no tactile (touch), would result in the creation of special
structures in a work, which would cause the overall balance and harmony.

My obsession with the confrontational relationship between logic and emotion
stems from my interest in painting as a creator. | came to realize that during the
progress of painting, multiple modifications would lead into a deviation from my
original idea and into the creation of a different visual outcome. The conception
of the original idea is visualized through the use of new technology’s tools, as a
mean of organizing and experimentation in the context of a draft. While the vi-
sual digital world is transformed into an actual mean, where the use of materials
and techniques is necessary, the original draft is modified, as scale, materials,
management and many other multidimensional and uncontrolled factors affect the
original plan.All preconditions to find solutions that supported by research came
exclusively from visual experimentation on: visual hierarchies, the interaction be-
tween different colors, emptiness and fullness, the proportions of shapes, as well
as straight lines and curves.
